My task was to improve the application's overall performance. The main performance problems were caused by the complex document object model behind the application that had to be rendered on the client and lots of (unnecessary) ajax calls between the client and server. By fixing the rendering issues, eliminating some of the ajax calls and by optimizing server side processing, the performance of the application improved by a factor 5 to a factor 20 (~ 5 to 20 times as fast as it was before).
